The garage door MUST reverse on contact with a 1-1/2 inch object (or
a 2x4 board laid flat at the center of the door) on the floor. If adjusting either the force or the limit
of travel, re-test the door opener. Failure to adjust the opener praperly may cause severe injury or

If possible, use the red emergency release handle only when the door is closed. Use caution when
using this release with the door open. Weak or broken springs may cause the door to fall rapidly,

KEEP GARAGE DOORS PROPERLY BALANCED.

1 Using the Garage Door Opener

Opening the Door

1 With the door in view, press the wall station's UP/
DOWN ARACW button, the button assigned ta the
opener on the remote conlrol, or enter a valid access
code and press START/STOP on a remote keypad.

2 When the opener is activated, the opener’s light vali
turn on and the door vill begin to apen.

3 The door vill apen unti the open mil is reached. If
an obstacle is enccuntered (opener’s light fiashes four
limes) while the door is opening, the door vill stop.

4 The openers light vl stay on for about fiva minutes
afler the door stops.

Closing the Daor

1 With the door in view, press the wall station's UP/

DOWN ARRGW button or the button assigned to the

opener cn the remote cantrol, o enter a valid access

code and press START/STOP en & remiote keypad.

Vihen the opener is activated, the opener’s light will

turn on and the door will begin to close.

The door vill close unti the close limit is reached. If

an obstacle is encountered (opener’s light flashes four

times}, or the safety beam is intemrupted (cpener’s light
flashes lhree times) during closing, the door will stop,
then re-open.
4 The cpener's light vill stay on for about five minutes
© after the door stops.
Stopping the BDoor Mid-travel
1 The doar can be stopped immediately at any time
by pressing the wall station's UPIDOWN ARROW
button, the remote control’s pushbutton, or press
the START/STOP button on a remote keypad.
2 The next fime the cpener is activated, the doar wit
move in the apposile direction.
Vacation Lock for Additional Security

Slide the vial station's LOCK switch to the locked

position 1o prevent remote contrals from opening the

door 2fter the door is completely closed. The remotes
can dlose the door, but not cpen it. The door can
stil bz cpened or closed by using the wall station’s

UP/DOWN ARROW pushbuttan.

> NOTE: To signal that the vacation switch is locked,
the opener’s light will flash five times if 2 remole is
activaled in an attempt to open the door.

2 Slide the vaall station's LOCK switch to the un'acked
position to return the opener lo normal operation.

Controlling the Opener’s Light

1 The openers Ight can be It by pushing the wall
station’s LIGHT button. The light vll remain on untit
the LIGHT button is pressed again or the opaner is
cycled.

2 It the cpener's fight is on, pushing the wall station's
LIGHT butien vl turn the apener's light off.

Discannecting the Door from the Opener

1 Vith tie door in any position (preferably dlosed),
carefully pull the red relezse handle. USE CAUTION
IFTHE DOOR IS OPEN, THE DOOR MAY DROP.

3 To reconnect the opensr, fip the release lever up.

2 Remote Controls

This opener is supplied vilh a thiea-hutton remote eontral {the secend and thizd buttons can be used to contrel an
addilional operalor or gate if it contzins a Linear MegaCode™ receiver). Additional single and mutti-butten remole
conirols can be purchased. An unfimited number of remote controls can te used with this operator. The shart white

wira on the back of the aperator serves as an anteana for
the remote contrals. Do not cut off the white wire or the
remate conlrols vill not operate well.

To Add a Remate Control

1 Press the opener's LEARN bution. The red LEARN
light w31 glow. The red light will stay on for zbout 15
seconds. A remole must be added while the red
LEARMN light is still on.

2 Send a signal from a remote. The red LEARN light and
the opener's fight will flash once indicating that the
opener has accepted the remole.

3 Repeat Steps 1 & 2 for any additional remole contrals,

To Remave all Remote Controls

1 Press and hold the opener's LEARN bution for ten
Seconds or more.

2 Release the LEARN button. The red LEARN light will
blink three times signaling that all of the remates
in the opener's memory were erased. The red
LEARN fight will tun off, then twn on for 15 seconds.
Aremote control can be entered during this ime using
Step 2 zbove.

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3 Garage Door Opener Maintenance
Wealher conditions may affect the door operation
vihich could require some re-sefting of the opaner’s
adjustments. Doots may swell and become heavier
during wel pericds, door hinges nd rollers might bind
during cold periods. To insure sale operation of the doar,
perform the following tests, inciuding any additional test
sleps described.

Every Manth

1 With the door closed, pull the red release handle 1o
disconnect the cpener from the deor.

2 From outside the garage, slovdy open the door
manuelly alt the way, and then close it all the way.
Natice if there is any binding, sticking or rubbing. The
door should mave smoathly in bath directions.
